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CHECK-LIST OF APHIDS (HOMOPTERA : APHIDIDAE) IN SERBIA
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The number of known aphid species in Serbia recently has increased and 1t became negessary 1o compile
a Chock-Tist. Diata are partly oniginal and partdy from the literature. Totally 338 aphad spocies are included in
the chock-list. from which 196 aphid species are new for Serbia. Host-plants are cited for onginal famistic
records.
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Many entomologists have published on aphid species found in Serbia, either in
their faunistic or applicable articles. A Check-list of aphids in Serbia has never been
made. As the number of known species has increased, it became necessary to have
the list. Data for this publication are partly original and partly from the literature.

The literature on aphids in Serbia includes various papers. In faunistic publica-
tions, records of aphid species and their host plants have been given for ex Yugos-
lavia. Serbia or a part of Serbia (TANASUEVIC & EASTOP, 1963, EASTOP &
TANASUEVIC, 1968, JANEZIC, 1977 and 1982, BOZA. 1983a and 1983b). Some
references deal with the aphidofauna of only one host plant (ZIVANOVIC, 1978,
ZLOF et al., 1989, MANOILOVIC et al., 1989, TALOSI et al., 1989, IVANOVIC et
al.. 1998) or with many in some way related plant species (BLESIC, 1977 and 1982:
PETROVIC, 1996; SIMOVA-TOSIC et al, 1996; SIMOVA-TOSIC et al, 1997). Some
of the species have been investigated because of their economic importance (GRU-
JICIC & TOMASEVIC, 1956, TANASIEVIC, 1957, LEKIC, 1967, PETROVIC, 1992,
MILENKOVIC, 1994) or they have been hosts for parasitoids (FERRIERE & VOU-
KASSOVITCH, 1928, VUKASOVIC, 1928). Two new species have been described
recently (PETROVIC, 1998, PETROVIC & LECLANT, 1998). All together 142 aphid
species have been known from the literature.
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Original research work has been done from 1988 to 1998, as a part of Ph.D.
thesis of the author. There are 325 original faunistic records, from which 196 aphid
species are new for Serbia. 13 species are known only from the literature. Totally
338 aphid species are included in the check-list.

Original faunistic records are given with the names of the host plants. Literature
records are quoted chronologically and the synonyms used in the publications are
presented. Catalogue of the world’s Aphididae (REMAUDIERE & REMAUDIERE,
1997) has been consulted.
